This  remarkable  exhibition  at  the  Art  and 
Exhibition Hall  in Bonn, on show from 24 April  to 23 August,  comprises works from the Winterthur Art 
Musuem  by  a  range  of  artists  whose  names  seem  to  read  like  a  "Who's  Who"  of  the  art  world:  Arp, 
Artschwager,  Beckmann,  Bonnard,  Brancusi,  Braque,  Calder,  Cézanne,  de  Chirico,  Delacroix,  Delaunay, 
Dégas,  Ernst,  Fontana,  Giacometti,  van  Gogh,  Guston,  Hodler,  Kandinsky,  Kelly,  Kokoschka,  Kounellis, 
Léger,  Lehmbruck,  Magritte,  Maillol,  Merz,  Miró,  Mondrian,  Monet,  Morandi,  Picasso,  Renoir,  Richter, 
Rodin, Schlemmer, Sisley, Tanguy, Tapiès and many more. The exceptional collection of the Winterthur Art 
Museum,  offering  a  complete  overview of  the  period,  can  be  favourably  compared  to  the  collections  at 
internationally renowned museums such as the Guggenheim or the Museum of Modern Art. Gerhard Richter 
even named the Winterthur Art Museum as his favourite museum.
